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We must Prophesy! 
In Ezekiel 37 – there is almost an eerie silence 

that prevails until Divine speech is heard.  Divine 
speech is heard and recorded throughout the 
passage “And he saith unto me” (v 3,4,9,11). How 
many of us can say that today?” And he said unto 
me.”  The church today must let Him speak. 

It is His speech and doings that make all the 
difference to this ugly, haunting, harrowing scene of 
death and overwhelming destruction.  Yahweh 
speaks and that changes everything. The valley is 
transfigured from a ghastly wasteland to a place of 
a hope and renewal, as the dry bones respond to the 
Word of the Lord. 

In this passage the initial thesis of despair 
(v1) is quickly contradicted by a counter thesis of 
hope as revealed later on in the passage (vv 12-14).  
Yahweh speaks, and life and hope are reintroduced 
and embraced. 

Like the prophet Ezekiel we speak life over 
this church, over our communities and this 
generation.  This church speaks life.  We prophesy 
and as we prophesy as He has commanded, the 
entire landscape will be transformed pulsating with 
exuberant life!  O ye dry bones, hear the Word of the 
Lord! (v4).  For them to hear, we must prophesy.
